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SCHOOL RESEARCHER POSITION - UNDERSTANDING TEACHING QUALITY STUDY
Understanding Teaching Quality is an educational research study being conducted by Educational Testing Service (ETS), The RAND Corporation, and the University of Michigan.  It is funded by the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation.  This study is designed to develop a better understanding of factors that impact teaching quality.  

The School Researcher will work in public middle school math and language arts classes in three Georgia school districts near Atlanta.  The School Researcher will play three distinct roles during the data collection phase and will rotate among the roles:
· Classroom Observer – record notes and assign scores while observing live classroom activities;
· Camera Operator – capture video recordings of class activity;
· Video Coder – record notes and assign scores while watching videos of previously recorded classroom observation sessions.

School Researchers will attend a three week training session in August in or near Atlanta, Georgia.  Orientation/training will begin on Sunday afternoon, August 9, 2009.  This is a variable time/part time position with fall 2009 and spring 2010 work periods.  The fall work period begins in September (after August training) and continues through the end of November.  During the fall, the position will typically require four days of work each week.  Daily fall schedules include up to ten hours of work and cover travel to local schools, school research activities, and home office activities.  All mileage, for business purposes, is reimbursed.  Work resumes again in mid January and continues through mid May with work weeks expected to be about 30 hours per week.  The majority of the work in spring will be conducted in the School Researchers’ home office.  Pay compensation is $24.00 – $26.00 per hour.  Employees will receive pay compensation based on qualifications and appropriately verified teaching experience.
